Important Note:  The IIPE is built around a community of learners in the Freirean tradition, in which the learning process is reciprocal.  "Participants" and "participatory" are key words in describing the Institute and, unlike other academic events presenters are in every sense participants, equally engaged in mutual learning.  More than 2/3 of the participants each year offer interactive workshops, providing perspectives on peace education practice from around the world.  Great concern is given to the learning process - as such unlike a traditional conference "papers" are not presented.  Given this structure and philosophy, the following questions are designed to aid the organizers in finding out as much information as possible about you and how you might be able to contribute to the program.  If you are accepted to the IIPE, the organizers will contact you about the possibility of contributing and will aid you in developing a workshop or plenary presentation that constructively reflects the Institute theme and purposes.
